LEAGUE RULES 2008
· £10 entry per team. Half of the total proceeds will go to Kernow Pétanque Association and half as a prize to the winning team.

· 12 noon start for matches unless different arrangements are agreed in advance between the teams.

· Matches consist of 5 games: 3 singles and 2 triples. 
· One of the single games is to be played between the captains of each team. The result counts towards the 5-game total but is also recorded separately for the Cornwall Captains Cup. (If a captain is not available a deputy can play on their behalf and record the result.) There will be a prize for the winning captain, to be decided. (To be shared with their team, of course!!!)

· If a team is one player short then only 2 singles games are played, with the opposing team being granted one game by default; the result is therefore still out of 5 games.

· 6 Sundays have been allocated. If you cannot make a date then phone the opposition as early as possible and re-arrange. Matches do not have to played on a Sunday - they can be arranged at other times if mutually convenient.

· Matches can be played at the Star, Vogue, at Tregony Sports Club, at Trengilly Wartha Inn or elsewhere, as agreed in advance by the two teams.
